A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS AND SAFETY OF THE CITY OF
HUNTINGTON, INDIANA RELATING TO THE DISPOSITION OF CERTAIN ITEMS OF
PERSONAL PROPERTY

The Board of Public Works and Safety of the City of Huntington, Indiana (“Board”), in
meeting duly assembled, after considering information deemed by it to be sufficient, finds:
WHEREAS, from time to time, and in accordance with Indiana law, the City will dispose

of personal property that is surplus and no longer needed; and
WHEREAS, the City’s Street and Police Department has personal property equipment
that is surplus and no longer needed, specifically: (1) Rotary 12,000 # lift, (estimated value
$2,000); (2) 37 Assorted bicycles, (estimated value $100); (3) Lot of 14 Sierra Wireless routers,
(estimated value $1,500); (4) 6,500 gallon storage tank, (estimated value $100); and
WHEREAS, as it was advantageous in the past and because it is already approved for
use by the State of Indiana, the Street and Police Departments are again requesting to use the

GovDeals.com auction website to sell its personal property; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by this Board, as follows:

1) All property listed herein is surplus property and is no longer needed by the City.

2) The use of the GovDeals.com auction website is approved for the sale of the listed
Street and Police Department personal property.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor, or his appointee, has the authority to do
such things and sign such documents as is necessary to implement this resolution.

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED this resolution is effective immediately upon its approval.
